Cllr Reeves reported  that Mr Lee-Phipps had requested a meeting with the VH Ctte re field at rear of hall but they had not yet been able to contact him in person. A leak has occurred in the roof of the large hall & will need repairing.
Cllr Rhys-Evans reported that the diagonal footpath to the A12 is still undefined and overgrown with weeds. She is still trying to trace and contact the owner of the land. 
Cllr Mayhew is currently collecting the annual allotment rents. Two people have cancelled allotments and he is pursuing three people on waiting list.
