PLANNING


 1. Land rear of Aisthorpe, The Street – Erection of 2 storey dwelling. Cllr Reeve distributed a copy of SCDC Local Plan policy DM7 and details that the council had objected to in relation to this policy at a previous application. He outlined the changes that had been made to the previous application. The meeting was adjourned for a short time for the applicant to comment. Some concern was expressed about the height of the house and concerns voiced about access along the shared driveway. A vote was taken – 5 in favour, 3 against.  It was agreed that planners should be asked to impose a condition that there should be no construction parking on the driveway except for loading and unloading.

2. Land Priory Lane – Erection of 4 houses & 3. Land The Street - Erection of 15 houses,  details, appearance, layout etc. These applications were discussed together as in effect they were one development. During a general discussion , the layout of the development, drainage, the size of buildings in relation to the plot, the lack of middle priced houses and traffic in Prior lane were discussed. A vote for the 4 houses in Priory Lane was 8 in favour with 1 abstention. A vote for the 15 houses in The Street was unanimous in favour. It was agreed that planners should be asked to impose a condition that there should be no construction parking in The Street

1.  A Summary of Accounts was presented by the RFO.
