 The Chairman reported that SCDC had produced a Site Allocation and Area Specific Policies document for consultation. Most of this had been discussed before when a small number of Cllrs had a meeting with the Planning Dept. A new village envelope was proposed with only two small changes. 1) The line was straightened behind Deer Place / Midsummer Cottage , The Street, which was accepted and 2) The current line which runs through the middle of Long Acre, The Street was moved to include all of the property. Cllrs felt that it was a good idea to move the line to include all of the house but it went too far and the line should be drawn to enclose all of the house and the garage only and no further.

The Chairman’s reported on a SALC Quarterly meeting.

 It was agreed that any plaques for donated trees on the Community Orchard should be made of wood only, no bigger than 6” x 4” and nailed to the supporting post. Any other type would be removed.

The council would no longer hold its summer meetings in the community area of the Parish Church.

The council unanimously approved the appointment of Caroline Cardwell as Parish Clerk / RFO from 1st February 2015.

PROGRESS REPORTS. Cllr Gower gave a report on Energy for Waste and changes to the Play space contributions from developers. The chairman read out a short update on Village Hall matters giving details of asbestos in the toilets and negotiations of the S106 agreement with the council which were continuing. Cllr Loveridge on behalf of Cllr Hare reported that the potholes in Lymballs Lane were very bad. Clerk to write to the Highways department. Cllr Smith reported that there were 2 new allotment holders and the possibility of a third. After a short discussion about the bore hole water pump it was agreed to leave this with Cllr Smith who had it in hand. Cllr Coates-Smith reported that one allotment holder was not complying with the rules and asked that the Clerk send a letter on behalf of the council.

CLERKS REPORT. The clerk gave details of proposed charges for parking at the Railway Station.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS. 

It was agreed that the Parish Council should run the June Coffee morning, Charity to be decided at a later date.


Cllr Smith stated that several people had complained to her that changes to The Forge, The Street meant that gates were being erected at the roadside giving no area for delivery vehicles to pull off. Cllr Reeve to look into planning implications of this. It was also noted that the parking area at the Old Chapel, Fox lane had not been constructed as required by the planning permission granted. As a result vehicles parked on the road in a busy area and close to the junction. Cllr Reeve to report this to Planners.
